Facing a long
journey into the wilderness, they would no longer have access to their familiar sacred
spaces. By God’s command, Moses continued to adapt and adjust along the way. A
tabernacle or temporary, portable tent (mishkan) was created to house the ark of the

Covenant as they traveled through the wilderness. For the Lord to dwell in their midst

could also be translated in their hearts.

“Let them make for me a sanctuary that | may dwell in their midst” — Exodus 25:8.

Our beloved sanctuary informs who we are and what is important, but our togetherness is what makes it sacred and holy. For all that has
been turned on its head, for all that has been lost and grieved, for all that is unknown and unstable in this world, the last seven months
have created space for us to consider what it means to be a people of faith.

We do not walk alone. God’s promise of steadfast love and grace in Jesus Christ has
sustained the Church from generation to generation.
